Musik Trossingen with First Class Honours, Carol studied piano with renowned
masters Viktor Merzhanov, Irina Zaritskaya and Andrzej Esterhazy, and chamber
music with Anne-Sophie Mutter, Lynn Harrell and the Amadeus Quartet.

Apart from performing, Carol is Founder & Artistic Director of Manhattan
International Young Artists Music Festival, and was invited to be Jury Member in
major competitions in the region such as Steinway & Sons International Youth
Piano Competition‘Asia Pacific Regional Finals'.
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Critically acclaimed Canadian violinist Jing Wang won first prize at the 2007 Irving M. Klein
International Strings Competition, and awarded the 2013 “Young Soloist of the Year” by Les
Radios Francophones Publiques. Jing has appeared as a soloist in Europe and North America
(including the Lincoln Centre), and collaborated with renowned conductors James DePreist,
Claus Peter Flor, Yoav Talmi, Jacques Lacombe. Jing was Concertmaster of the Dallas Opera
from 2010-2013. Appointed by Maestro Jaap Van Zweden, Jing is currently Concertmaster
of the Hong Kong Philharmonic since 2013.

He has
performed concertos with Camerata Lysy Switzerland and BBC Scottish National.
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Jeremy Williams began his career as one of the youngest violinists with the London
Symphony Orchestra, under the directorship of Claudio Abbado. As a member of the
Delme Quartet and Nash Ensemble, he performed with the Academy of St Martin in
the Fields and the London Sinfonietta.
